Course Description: 

This course will enable the students to discuss and interpret representative English-language 
literary works in a variety of genres. The student will identify the use of literary elements; 
recognize relationships between writers, works, and socio-cultural contexts; and arrive at 
informed personal and critical interpretations. Various thematic approaches may be offered. 

Course Competencies: 

1. Demonstrate an awareness of the complexity and diversity of human experience as expressed 
through literature.  

2. Analyze the interactions of reader and writer to discern meaning.  

3. Articulate the distinctive features of various genres.  

4. Apply modes of critical inquiry specific to the discipline.  

5. Compose thoughtful literary analysis using appropriate terminology and conventions. 

Course Content: 

A. Fiction, Poetry, Drama, and Nonfiction 

1. Critical reading and understanding the text 

2. Responding and understanding themes 

3. Writing critically and applying critical vocabulary 

B. Synthesis 

1. Situate works and writer within relevant cultural trends. 

2. Use literary analysis to engage with and reflect on cultural relationships. 

3. Develop awareness and appreciation for the thematic concerns of contemporary literary 

scholarship.
